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Introduction

Population, housing and establishment censuses form one of the cornerstones in the
establishment of a sound statistical system that could serve planning and development. Itis a
basic requirement for social and economic planning and monitoring. Most countries conduct
censuses regularly every ten years to track the major socioeconomic changes in population
characteristics. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) conducted the third
Population, Housing, and Establishment Census (PHC2017) in order to bridge the gap
between the requirements of local community and governmental and international institutions
and the reality on the ground in Palestine after the implementation of the first census in 1997
and the second census in 2007. In addition, the census represented a legal obligation and a
developmental and statistical needs. The census is the only opportunity to produce small scale
estimates for the sake of local government planning and monitoring.

PHC2017 was composed of three main stages; delineation, numbering, and counting. Listing
and Numbering the buildings was the second stage of the PHC2017. This stage was a key step
in conducting the census and ensuring coverage of all targeted units, including housing units,
households, individuals and establishments. The census of buildings played a dual role; it was
an organizational stage to prepare for counting households and population, and was a target
by itself especially considering that the census of buildings includes all public and private
buildings. The census of the buildings aimed to provide comprehensive and up-to-date data on
the status of buildings and housing units in Palestine in terms of number, geographic
distribution, and to identify urban development and the prevailing patterns of construction
(types of buildings). Moreover, the buildings census aimed to identify the characteristics of
the buildings with respect to ownership, material of external walls, number of floors,
utilization of building, number of housing units, and the reasons why such housing units are
considered closed, vacant, or deserted.

Traditionally the implementation of the census of buildings in conjunction with the population
census. In the Palestinian case, the buildings census has an additional feature due to multiple
supervisory authorities over buildings and building licenses. Municipalities, local councils
and the Ministry of Local Governments, while UNRWA takes charge of building in the
refugee camps. The buildings census is the only opportunity to comprehensively review
changes in the number of buildings and their distribution in Palestine. The buildings census
implemented by an integrated technological system using geographic information systems
(GIS) and tablets.

We are pleased to provide this report on the final results of the Buildings and Housing Units
Census 2017. We hope it will provide the required data for planners, decision makers,
researchers, and scholars and assist them in designing policies and taking decisions necessary
for building the homeland.

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Chapter One
Terms, Indicators and Classifications

1.1 Terms and Indicators

The following terms and indicators are defined in accordance with the glossary and guide
statistical indicators issued by PCBS and certified on the latest international recommendations
in statistics and consistent with international systems.

Geographical, Administrative and Statistical Divisions
According to current administrative divisions, Palestine is divided into two geographic
regions: the Remaining West Bank and Gaza Strip.
1. West Bank is divided into 11 Governorates (Jenin, Tubas & Northern Valleys, Tulkarm,
Nablus, Qalqiliya, Salfit, Ramallah & Al-Bireh, Jericho & AlAghwar (Ariha), Jerusalem
(Al Quds), Bethlehem (Beit Lahm), and Hebron (Al Khalil)).
2. Gaza Strip is divided into 5 Governorates (North Gaza, Gaza, Deir Al Balah, Khan
Yunis, Rafah).

Locality:

A permanently inhabited place, which has an independent municipal administration or
a permanently inhabited, separated place not included within the formal boundaries of another
locality and not have an independent administrative authority.

Buildings Census:

This is the overall process for the collection, classification, processing, analysis, evaluation
and dissemination of statistical data and provides for the preparation and distribution of the
buildings by various characteristics of the buildings in the reference period and within certain
specific geographic area.

Building:

A building is any independent free-standing structure comprising one or more rooms or other
spaces, covered by a roof and usually enclosed within external walls or dividing walls that
extend from the foundations to the roof. However, a building may consist of a roof with
supports only, that is to say, one without constructed walls; in some cases, a roofless structure
consisting of a space enclosed by walls may be considered a building.

A building may be used or intended for residential, commercial or industrial purposes or, it
may therefore be a factory, shop, detached dwelling, residential building, warehouse, and so
forth, the building may be vacant, closed, deserted, under preparation or under construction.

Housing Unit:

A housing unit is a separate and independent place (a building or part of a building) intended
for habitation by a single household, or one not intended for habitation but occupied as
housing unit by a household at the time of the census. The housing unit may be an occupied
or vacant, an occupied non-conventional housing unit or any other place occupied as housing
unit by a household at the time of the census. This category includes housing unit of various
levels of permanency and acceptability for habitation.

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The Basic Definitions for the Buildings and Housing Units Characteristics

Building Type:

It refers to the engineering or the architectural shape of the building, regardless of its
utilization. A building may be constructed for habitation purposes (e.g., villa, house,
Building) or for work purposes (e.g., mosques, schools, hospitals, factories, hotels ... etc.). Its
exterior shape classifies the building as follows:

1.

Villa: A separately established building that is usually constructed from clean stone. It
is constructed for the living of one household and consists of a 2-suite floor or 2 floors
or more connected through internal stairs. One of the suites is constructed as bedrooms
whereas the second suite is constructed for reception and involves the kitchen and other
related services. In general, a villa is surrounded by a garden, regardless of the area of
this garden, and a wall surrounding its borders. A parking area (garage) is always
associated with the villa along with clay tile roofing on its upper surface. Another
building or buildings might be found inside the boundaries of the villa, and is
considered to belong to it.

. House: A building usually established for the residence of one household and

comprised of one floor. Nevertheless, it may consist of two floors, which together
represent one apartment only. The house is the typical form of residential buildings
prevailing in Palestine.

. Building: A building comprised of two or more floors, including the ground floor that

usually involves stores, groceries, garages or apartments. Every floor consists of more
than one apartment usually constructed for housing purposes.

. Tent: It is either made of textile, wool, or hair. It is typically used in the Bedouin

localities, but it does not undergo listing if it is not occupied.

. Marginal/ Caravan/Barracks: It is a separately established building, temporary and

non-residential building comprised usually of one or more rooms, the main construction
material of the ceiling and the external walls is made of zinc, tinplate, asbestos,
reinforced fiber, or a building whose ceiling consists of previous materials, and the main
construction material of the external walls of cement block and other materials,
regardless of its utilization and the materials in which the walls are fixed.

. Establishment Building: It is a building usually constructed for non-residential

purposes, e.g., mosques, schools, hospitals, factories, hotels, or a number of stores or
multi-storey buildings originally intended for the entire work only, such as office
buildings or commercial markets.

. Under Construction Building: It refers to buildings being built, provided that four

walls or one ceiling are completed, But has not yet reached the completion of its
external structure and is not ready for Under Preparation work.

. Other: Any building whose architecture does not allow classifying it under one of the

aforementioned types. Examples of this type include cottages, caves, grottos, and booths
occupied by a tenant during the census.

Buildings by Type are divided into:

1.

Completed Buildings: The buildings that structurally completed including the
vacant buildings that's good for use. Regardless of whether partially or completely
constructed or they are used or not. It represents all types of buildings other than
those being constructed (under construction). Data were collected on this type during
the Census.

Uncompleted Buildings: A building where construction work is not complete,
provided the wall and ceiling of at least one storey is completed and it refers to
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buildings Under Construction only. No data were collected on this type during the
Census.

Ownership:
It refers to the sector or party to which the building belongs, to and not to the party operating
the building. Ownership could be one of the following:

1. Private, Resident Owner: This means that the building is owned by an individual,
group of persons, or legal personality such as institutions or a private sector company or
establishments regardless of whether this sector is national or international and be a
residence according to the definition of the residence below.

2. Private, Non Resident Owner: This means that the building is owned by an individual,
group of persons, or legal personality such as institutions or a private sector company or
establishments regardless of whether this sector is national or international and be non-
residence according to the definition of the residence below.

The Residence:

It is defined in economic, and not legal terms. The main criterion to determine residence of
an entity is centre of economic interest. Persons are considered residents of the country where
they live for at least one year. Exceptions to this rule are embassy staff (but for locally
employed people who are residents of the country where they live), patients who are treated
abroad and students who live abroad even when their stay exceeds one year.

3. Governmental: This means that the building is owned by the Palestinian National
Authority (excluding Wagf properties, e.g., mosques, buildings dedicated to charitable
work, etc.), taking into account that the government buildings rented from individuals
are considered private. This category does not include buildings belonging to foreign
governmental entities.

. Local Authority: It refers to a building owned by the municipality or village council.

5. Charitable Societies: (Non- profit organizations) this term refers to the building owned

by non- profit organizations, (such as sports, clubs, etc.).

6. Waqf: It refers to the buildings dedicated to charitable work, e.g., mosques and other
suspended buildings, whether Islamic or Christian.

7. United Nations Relief and Works Agency (UNRWA): This term refers to the building
owned by the UNRWA including schools and hospitals belonging to UNRWA not
rented from other parties.

8. Other: This refers to buildings to which none of the aforementioned definitions apply or
to cases in which a building is possessed by more than one of those aforementioned
entities, or owned by a foreign government or an International organization which
Includes various United Nations organizations (except for UNRWA), such as
UNESCO, UNDP and a like, and similar international institutions (such as the
International Red Cross and the World Bank, the International Monetary Fund ..).

Materials of External Walls:
The main material used in the construction of external sides of walls could be one of the
following elements: Cleaned Stone, Stone and Concrete, Concrete, Cement Blocks, Adobe
Clay, Old Stone, Other.

1. Cleaned Stone: It is intended to be the building three facades clean stone at least.

2. Stone and Concrete: It means that the building material for the external walls of the

building consists of two facades of stone and two facades of Concrete.
3. Concrete: If the external walls of the building are built of reinforced concrete.
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4. Cement Blocks: If the external walls of the building are built of Cement Blocks.

5. Adobe Clay: It is refers to old buildings whose external walls were built of old stone,
and It is a common construction method in the Jericho and Al Aghwar.

6. Old Stone: It refers to the material used in old buildings in the old neighborhoods of
cities and villages.

8. Other: It is including wood, straw, fabric, hair, zinc, tin, asbestos, etc.

Number of Floors in the Building (Indicator):

It refers to the number of floors in the building, taking into account that the basement is
deemed one of the floors if it's not less than 1.5 meters high. Likewise, the roof room is also
considered as a floor and is counted within the number of housing units if it has other
belongings such as bath, toilet, and constitute 50% or more of the total surface area of the
roof.

Utilization of the Building:
It refers to the way the building is using in listing time counted, regardless of the purpose of
its construction. The utilization could be one of the following:

1. Habitation Only: It means that the building was completely used for residential
purposes only, i.e., normal buildings.

2. Habitation and Work: It means that some of the houses in the building are used for
habitation purposes whereas other units are used for work.

3. Work Only: It means that the building was used for work only, i.e. not occupied by any
household.

4. Closed: It means that one household or more occupied the building but it was closed
during the listing period. This applies as well to buildings used for work purposes but
found closed during the listing period.

5. Vacant: It means that the building is not being utilized. Normally, such a building is for
rent or for sale.

6. Deserted: A building that has not been used for a long period of time due to being
unsuitable and requires necessary repairs and maintenance to be suitable for living.
Deserted also includes buildings that cannot be used by owners as a result of Israeli
measures. Buildings that are partly destroyed and fall-down are not considered
buildings.

7. Under Preparation: A building with fully completed external facade, i.e., the entire
floors are built, but internal finishing is still underway, including plastering, tiling, and
installing electric and water networks. The building in this case would not be ready for
use.

Year of Construction:
It refers to the year in which the building was built.

Number of Housing Units in the Building (Indicator):

It represents the number of housing units in the building regardless of whether the housing
unit is used for habitation purposes or for habitation and work or for work only or closed or
vacant or deserted or under preparation.

Housing Unit Ownership:
It refers to the sector or party to which the housing unit belongs, to and not to the party
operating the housing unit. Ownership could be one of the following:
1. Private, Resident Owner: This means that the housing unit is owned by an individual,
group of persons, or legal personality such as institutions or a private sector company or
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establishments regardless of whether this sector is national or international and be a
residence according to the definition of the residence which was defined previously.

. Private, Non Resident Owner: This means that the housing unit is owned by an

individual, group of persons, or legal personality such as institutions or a private sector
company or establishments regardless of whether this sector is national or international
and be non-residence according to the definition of the residence which was defined
previously.

. Governmental: This means that the housing unit is owned by the Palestinian National

Authority (excluding Waqgf properties, e.g., mosques, buildings dedicated to charitable
work, etc.), taking into account that the government buildings rented from individuals
are considered private. This category does not include housing units belonging to
foreign governmental entities.

. Local Authority: It refers to a housing unit owned by the municipality or village
council.
. Charitable Societies (Non- profit organizations): This term refers to the housing unit

owned by non- profit organizations, (such as sports, clubs, etc.).

. Wagf: It refers to the housing units dedicated to charitable work, e.g., mosques and

other suspended housing units, whether Islamic or Christian.

. United Nations Relief and Works Agency (UNRWA): This term refers to the housing

unit owned by the UNRWA including schools and hospitals belonging to UNRWA not
rented from other parties.

. Other: This refers to housing unit to which none of the aforementioned definitions

apply or to cases in which a housing unit is possessed by more than one of those
aforementioned entities, or owned by a foreign government or an International
organization which Includes various United Nations organizations (except for
UNRWA), such as UNESCO, UNDP and a like, and similar international institutions
(such as the International Red Cross and the World Bank, the International Monetary
Fund ..).

Utilization of the Housing Unit:

This item was used for all housing units in the buildings comprising housing units, regardless
of whether these units were used for habitation purposes, or for work purposes, or habitation
and for work purposes, vacant, closed or deserted or under preparation. Utilization could be
classified as follows:

1.

Habitation Only: It means that the housing unit is used for residential purposes only.
Habitation and Work: It means that the houses in the building are used for both
habitation and for work purposes. It should be noted that the place constructed for work
purposes only (grocery, factory, or clinic, parts of which are used for residential
purposes) is considered habitation and work at the same time.

. Work Only: It means that the housing unit was completely used for work only, i.e. law

office, clinic, etc.

. Closed: It means that the housing unit was occupied by one household but it was closed

during the listing period due to the absence of the household living therein.

. Vacant: It means the construction of the housing unit is complete but it is not used for

habitation or for work purposes although it is suitable for such purposes. Normally, such
a housing unit is for rent or for sale.

. Deserted: A housing unit that has not been used for a long time due to being unfit and

requires basic repairs and maintenance in order to be suitable for living. Also, the
housing units whose owners cannot use them due to Israeli measures. Note, demolished
and unsecured housing units are not considered housing units.

. Under Preparation: A housing unit with fully completed external facade, i.e., the

entire floors are built, but internal finishing is still underway, including plastering, tiling,
and installing electric and water networks. The building in this case would not be ready
for use.

main reasons behind a Closed, Vacant, or Deserted housing unit include:
Deportation and Israeli measurements: A housing unit that is closed or vacant or
deserted as a result of eviction or expulsion of its inhabitants by Israeli authorities.
The Household Exists outside the country: A housing unit closed or vacant or
deserted because its inhabitants live outside the country on temporary or permanent
basis.
The Household Exists elsewhere in the country: A housing unit closed or vacant or
deserted because its inhabitants live inside the country on temporary or permanent basis.
For rent: A housing unit that is up for rent.
For sale: A housing unit that is up for sale.
For future family uses: A housing unit closed or vacant or deserted because it is will
be used by the family or one of its members in the future, (for instance: leaving it to
marry a son in the future, or it is being processed for family use, or in order to reserve it
for the future).
Other: Reasons not included above, which render a housing unit closed, vacant, or
deserted temporarily or permanently (for instance: to be demolished despite its validity,
or to be used for household purposes as a store, or to be in need of rebuilding or repairs
to become habitable, or for other reasons).

1.2 Classifications

Palestinian Localities Guidance, 2017 was used in the classifications of localities under

each governorate for the purpose of data dissemination.
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Chapter Two
Main Findings

This Chapter presents the main findings of the Buildings and Housing Units Census in
Palestine, which was counted between the period from 16/09/2017 to 31/10/2017. The
Census of Buildings and Housing Units aimed to count all existing buildings and their
components from Housing Units to update the general framework of the buildings and
housing units according to the latest international recommendations. Moreover, the Buildings
Census aimed to identify the characteristics of the buildings with respect to their type,
ownership, material of external walls, number of floors, Utilization of building, number of
housing units, and, to identify the characteristics of housing units according to ownership,
Utilization of housing units and the reasons behind such housing units are considered closed,
vacant, or deserted as well.

2.1 Timely Development of Buildings and Housing Units Numbers

There are 609,394 buildings in Palestine (excluding Jerusalem J1), of which 423,291 are in
the West Bank, and 186,103 in Gaza Strip with percent of increase during the last decade by
30.6%. Additionally, the census results showed that there were 1,129,264 housing units in
Palestine (excluding Jerusalem J1), of which 726,143 are in the West Bank, and 403,121 in
Gaza Strip with percent of increase during the last decade by 60.9%. (See Tables, 1, 2
and 39).

2.2 Geographic Distribution of Buildings

Most of West Bank buildings are located in Hebron governorate, which has 110,490
buildings, followed by Jenin governorate at 59,284. Tubas & Northern Valleys governorate
comes last in the number of buildings, with 11,131 buildings. (See Table 2).

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Gaza governorate in Gaza Strip has the largest number of buildings (47,762 buildings)
followed by Khan Yunis governorate at 45,962. Rafah governorate has the smallest number of
buildings in Gaza Strip at 28,249 buildings. (See Table 2).

2.3 Geographic Distribution of Completed Buildings

The number of completed buildings in Palestine totals 601,045 buildings, of which 419,160
are in the West Bank (69.7%), and 181,885 are in Gaza Strip with (30.3%). Data showed that
most of completed buildings in the West Bank are located in Hebron governorate, which has
104,041 buildings followed by Jenin governorate at 56,797, while Jericho & Al Aghwar
governorate has 10,681 completed buildings. (See Table 3).

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In Gaza Strip Results showed that Gaza governorate has the largest number of completed
buildings at 46,764 followed by Khan Yunis governorate at 44,667 completed buildings and
Rafah is last with 27,494 completed buildings. (See Table 3).

2.4 Completed Buildings by Type of Building

64.7% of the completed buildings in Palestine are classified as houses, which represent the
traditional Palestinian building. The percentage of completed buildings classified as buildings
IS 25.1%. The number of completed buildings that are classified as establishments is
constitute 7.2%, and there are 2.2% classified as villa of total number of completed buildings
in Palestine. (See Table 3).

2.5 Completed buildings by Type of Ownership

Most of the completed buildings in Palestine (excluding Jerusalem J1) are owned by the
private sector, and constituting 98.5% of the total number of completed buildings, This
percentage is divided according to residence of the owner and sector to private/ resident
owner with 94.6%, in addition to private/ non resident owner with 3.9%. The completed
governmental buildings constitute 0.6% of the total number of completed buildings in
Palestine. (See Table 6).

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2.6 Completed Buildings by Material of External Walls

Cement blocks are mostly used in constructing external walls in most completed buildings
(57.2%) in Palestine (excluding Jerusalem J1). Cleaned stone is used in constructing the
external walls of 24.1% of the completed buildings, stone and concrete are used in
constructing the external walls of 5.9%. (See Table 9).

2.7 Completed Buildings by Number of Floors

91.6% of the completed buildings in Palestine have less than four floors. 232,115 buildings
or 38.7% of the total number of completed buildings have two floors. 226,854 buildings or
37.9% have one-floor. 90,116 buildings or 15.0% have three floors of the total number of
completed buildings. (See Table 13).

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2.8 Completed Buildings by Utilization of Building

73.0% of the completed buildings are utilized only for habitation purposes. The percent of
completed buildings used for habitation and work purposes is 9.5% and 6.9% of the
completed buildings are used for non-habitation purposes (Work only), while 1.8% of the
completed buildings are vacant. (See Table 4).

2.9 Completed Buildings by Year of Construction

26.3% of the completed buildings were built during the last decade it's were built between
2008 and 2017, While, 24.6% of the completed buildings were built between 1998 and 2007,
However, 18.2% of the completed buildings were built between 1988 and 1997. (See
Table 15).

2.10 Completed Buildings by Number of Housing Units in the Building

49.7% of the completed buildings constitute single housing unit, 20.7% are two housing unit,
10.0% have three housing unit, 7.2% have no housing unit, and the remaining percentage is
referring to completed buildings that have four housing unit or more constituted 12.4% of the
total buildings completed. (See Table 20).

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2.11 Housing Units by Type of Ownership

Most of the Housing Units in Palestine (excluding Jerusalem J1) are owned by the private
sector, the number of such housing units 1,116,576 and constitute 99.8% of the total number
of housing units, these housing units are distributed according to resident of the owner and
sector to Private/ Resident Owner with number 1,078,598 or 96.4% of the total number of
housing units, in addition to Private/ Non Resident Owner with number 37,978 housing units

or 3.4%. (See Table 39).

2.12 Housing Units by Utilization of the Housing Unit

The number of housing units in the Palestine (excluding Jerusalem J1) is 1,129,264 of which
77.3% are used for habitation purposes only, 7.8% are under preparation, 6.7% were closed,
6.1% are vacant housing units. (See Table 40).

Compared with 2007 census results, it is noted that 84.0% of the housing units were used for
habitation purposes only, 8.1% were vacant housing units, 5.0% were closed housing units,
1.5% were used for non- habitation (work only) purposes, 0.5% were used for habitation and
work purposes. (See Table 1).

As for distribution closed, vacant and deserted housing units by governorate, results showed
that most closed, vacant and deserted housing units in the West Bank are located in Ramallah
& Al-Bireh governorate, which has 24,134 housing units, followed by Hebron governorate in
the second place at 18,776 housing units. In contrast, the results indicated that the Tubas &
Northern Valleys governorate comes last in the number of closed, vacant and deserted
housing units since it has only 1,726 housing units. (See Table 40).

In Gaza Strip results showed that Gaza governorate has the largest number of closed, vacant
and deserted housing units at 17,637, followed by Khan Yunis governorate at 10,029 housing
units and Rafah is last with 5,901 housing units. (See Table 40).
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Chapter Three

Methodology

3.1 Introduction

Due to the technological development in telecommunication in terms of the exchange of data
and geographic information systems (GIS), and due to huge growth in the use of tablets as a
tool for data collection and dissemination as well; PCBS has decided to implement the 2017
Population, Housing and Establishment Census using such technology; where this census was
the first one carried out using such technology to increase the data quality in terms of
accuracy, comprehensiveness and integration as well.

The use of the technology in this census led to a qualitative leap. All stages of the census were
carried out using the tablets, in addition to the use of geographic information systems.
Electronic applications were also developed for each stage of the census, starting with the
map update stage, the pilot census, demarcation and delineation of enumeration areas stage,
the Listing and numbering of buildings, housing units and establishments stage, the actual
population count, and finally the post-enumeration survey. This was contributed to save time
and efforts, increased data quality, consistency and ease of analysis, and strengthening the
monitoring of field work.

3.2 Goals of the Buildings and Housing Units Census

The buildings and housing units census is designed primarily to count all buildings and
housing units in Palestine in 2017, in order to update the buildings and housing units frame
based on the international recommendations. The specific objectives of buildings and
housing units census are summarized as follows:

1. To determine the number of buildings by type, type of ownership, the material of
external walls, number of floors, utilization of building, year of construction and number
of housing units.

2. To know the distribution of the number of buildings by the governorate, locality type
and region.

3. To know the distribution of the number of housing units according to ownership and
their utilization.

4. To know the distribution of the number of housing units as the reason for closed, vacant
and deserted.

3.3 Coverage of the Buildings and Housing Units Census

The 2017 census covered all the buildings and housing units in Palestine, whether those
buildings and housing units were used only for habitation or habitation and work or work only
or closed or vacant or deserted.

3.4 The Buildings and Housing Units Census Questionnaire
The census questionnaire for the buildings and housing units was divided into four parts:

1. Part one: includes identification data, (such as: Governorate Name, Locality Name, and
Locality Code and Enumeration Area Code).

2. Part two: provides data for all census buildings, (such as: Building Number in
Enumeration Area, Name of the Owner of the Building or Building Name and Address,
Building Municipality Number, Type of Building, Type of Ownership, Material of
External Walls, Number of Floors, Utilization of Building, Year of Construction, Total
Number of Housing Unit in Building).
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3. Part three: provides data for all Housing Units, (such as: Number of Housing Unit the
Building, Type of Ownership, Utilization of Housing Unit, The reason for Closed,
Vacant and Deserted Housing Unit).

4. Part four: provides data for all Housing Units used for habitation or work and
habitation, (such as: Name of the Head of Household, Number of Household
Members (Males, Females).

Questionnaire for Jerusalem Governorate

Because of the particular situation of the Governorate of Jerusalem, especially Area J1, those
parts of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israeli occupation in 1967, a different
methodology for data collection was adopted where paper questionnaire was used. It consisted
of a short questionnaire for full listing of the households and a long questionnaire applied to a
sample of 10% of households in Area J1 of the Governorate of Jerusalem.

The short questionnaire that has been relied on to obtain data for buildings and housing units
included the following questions:
1. Characteristics of the Building: (Type of Building, Utilization of Building, Number of
Floors, Total Number of Housing Unit).
2. Characteristics of Housing Conditions: (Type of Housing Unit, Tenure of the Housing
Unit, Number of Rooms in the Housing Unit).
3. Household members: (Relationship to the Head of Household, Sex, Age, Religion,
Refugee Status for Palestinians, Enrollment in Education, Educational Attainment and
Marital Status).

3.5 Applications Used in the Buildings and Housing Units Census

Tablets were used to collect data for the census with special applications designed for this
purpose supported with the maps of the updated Palestinian enumeration areas for Palestinian
localities. The applications were designed to match the census questionnaire and were
supported with logical checks and warning messages for logical data and consistency of the
data. The key applications included the listing application, designed to full the needs of the
questionnaire of buildings and housing units, and the establishments questionnaire with their
logical checks. It was used to list the buildings, housing units and establishments and to
collect data on their characteristics.

3.6 Fieldwork Operations
The fieldwork phase for the implementation of Census 2017 includes sequential activities, as
follows:

3.6.1 Maps Update

During this phase, maps were fully updated for all Palestinian localities in a separate project
that spanned the period from mid October 2016 to end February 2017. All land marks
(locations of buildings, streets and other land marks) were updated to match reality on the
ground for all localities whose boundaries were adopted. A special application designed for
this purpose was downloaded on tablets and operated using the aerial photo of 2016. The
application permitted for updating buildings by drawing them in geometric shapes or
removing them or merging them or any other matter. This phase followed by the digitalizing
of the census maps using from 2007 based on aerial photo of 2009. They were updated in
office using aerial photo from 2015. Additionally a Palestinian Localities Guidance, 2017
was prepared by a national committee in 2017. The manual was approved by the National
Committee, Ministry of Local Government and the Council of Ministers.
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During the maps updating phase, all amendments to the maps were digitalized in office using
Aerial photos for 2016 and localities were electronically divided into enumeration areas
according to specific criteria. This allowed for the specification of functions of census teams
(supervisors, crew leaders and enumerators). Every team was designated an area of activity
specified on the maps to avoid any overlapping or omission of enumeration areas. The total
number of enumeration areas in Palestine reached 7,294 being 4,890 in the West Bank and
2,404 in the Gaza Strip. This phase was completed mid-April 2017.

3.6.2 Training and Appointment

In preparation to implement the census according to the plan, training sessions were organized
to cover the technical and field-related topics. The first central training course targeted 83
trainees from PCBS employees with experience and capacity in implementing censuses and
field surveys in order to lead the implementation of census in the governorate. The training
included theoretical lectures and practical training on the use of the applications to enable the
team to operate the applications in all stages of the census. The training aimed to train trainers
and lasted for 18 days in the period from 4 — 24 May 2017.

Additionally a special training was held to select supervisors to run the delineation stage; they
counted 394 trainees and received a 13-day training course. It was organized in eight halls
nation-wide. The training was conducted by governorate census directors and their assistants
in addition to a technical team from PCBS staff.

As for listing and numbering of buildings, housing units and establishments stage: a training
course was organized to target crew leaders (a total of 1,730 trainees) over 13 days from
19 August to 6 September 2017. The course was held in 31 halls nationwide and was
conducted by governorate's census directors, their assistants and a number of supervisors.

3.6.3 Delineation and Demarcation of Enumeration Areas on the Ground

During this phase, enumeration areas were specified per supervisor on tablets using the
geographic database uploaded on the application per every enumeration area. Every
supervisor was designated 25 enumeration areas. The supervisors delineated and demarcated
the enumeration area on the ground and placed delineation marks on the outer walls of
buildings within the external boundaries of the enumeration areas. As such, the external
boundaries of the enumeration areas were matched to the electronic maps uploaded on the
tablets, taking into account to provide supervisors with certain flexibility to enable them
modify the starting point or external boundaries of some enumeration areas to ensure that the
situation on the ground matches the electronic maps uploaded on the tablet. During this phase,
6,831 (with the exception of Area J1 in Jerusalem Governorate with 463 enumeration areas
which was updated by using paper maps) were delineated and demarcated covering all
localities in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. This phase was completed in 21 days spanning the
period from 15 July 2017 to 7 August 2017.

3.6.4 Listing and Numbering of Buildings, Housing Units and Establishments

All buildings, housing units and establishments were listed and numbered in the period from
16 September 2017 to 31 October 2017 by visiting all buildings and placing census numbers
on their entrances; all housing units within the same building were numbered and main data
on the characteristics of buildings and housing units were collected to cover their use, number
of households and the total number of members per household. All establishments in Palestine
were also numbered and listed to collect data using tablets with an e-application designed for
the purpose of listing. The application enables the crew leaders to number buildings, housing
units and establishments and collect data on their characteristics in addition to adding or
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removing any building when needed. Every crew leader was designated five enumeration
areas. All numbers written on the entrances of buildings, housing units and establishments are
matched with the ones on the e-maps and applications.

This process aimed mainly to collect important data on the number of buildings, and their
characteristics for policy making, additionally, the listing of establishments aimed to collect
data to configure the structure of the Palestinian economy. This process also aimed to
facilitate the job of enumerators upon implementation of the population counting. During this
phase, crew leader handed every household a remainder questionnaire to be filled on the
morning of 1 December 2017 to count the people who spent the night of the census’s
reference period (the night between 30™ November and 1% December 2017) in the housing
unit. The questionnaire would be submitted to the enumerator during the actual count phase to
support the population count and to ensure accuracy and full coverage. During this phase,
every hotel management was provided with a special questionnaire to count the hotel guests
on the night of the count and hand the questionnaire to the enumerator during the counting
phase as well. Re-interview had been implemented by supervisors in all governorates for
enumeration areas which was selected proportional to size.

3.7 Data Processing

Data processing was limited to conduct the final inspection and cleaning of the census
databases, with the documentation process for the checks occurred on the questionnaire
topics. Data cleaning and editing stage was focused on:

1. Auditing skips and range for answer.

2. Checking the consistency between different census questionnaire questions based on
logical relationships.

3. Checking on the basis of relations between certain questions so that a list of non-
identical cases was extracted, reviewed and identified the source of the error case by
case, and if such errors were immediately modified and corrected based on the source
of the error.

3.8 Preparation of Results and Dissemination

As PCBS used modern technology in all phases of the Population, Housing and Establishment
Census, 2017, this saved time for the implementation, and collection and processing of census
data. It also ensured higher quality of data and quicker dissemination. Data entered during the
fieldwork was of better quality since all the application used were supported with logical
checks to locate errors and send warning messages to supervisors, crew leaders, and
enumerators to ensure that the accuracy of data collected. Parallel to data collection, the data
entered were verified centrally and returned to the field for amendment during data collection.

Preliminary results of the census were published in March 2018 after full verification of
databases to ensure coverage and quality of data. Furthermore, different indicators were
compared against the actual data from previous censuses and surveys.

The final results was published after completion of databases and comparisons with previous
censuses and surveys in both hard and soft copies on the Internet and through computerized
statistical reports in addition to geographic publication application.
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Chapter four

Quality

This Chapter deals with and assesses the quality of the data of the Buildings and Housing
Units Census of 2017. This process is carried out through dealing with the procedures that
guarantee data accuracy and reduce possible sampling and non-sampling errors.

4.1 Data quality

The main goal of the quality control program is to minimize errors and to locate any error that
takes place so that proper corrective measures may be taken. Without such a system, the
census data may be full of major errors, which render them unusable.

4.1.1 Sampling Errors

The sampling errors occur during the sample-based surveys but not in censuses. And these
errors are easy to measure with the error point estimate also, since it is considered as an error
in the sample.

4.1.2 Non-Sampling Errors

The non-sampling errors occur at any stage during the implementation of censuses and
surveys. Therefore, it is necessary to provide for a data quality control system to ensure
maximum accuracy. Many of these stages were used during the census planning and
implementation.

4.2 Quality control procedures

For best efficiency, a strict procedure were set up to control data quality in all census stages,
including the preparation stage, data processing, and dissemination in order to achieve the
required efficiency and accuracy. The control over data quality in the planning stage is highly
significant since next stages would be based on it. Therefore, each stage had the sufficient
time and measures that guaranteed high census data quality.

4.2.1 Control Mechanism During the Preparation Stage
The preparation stage is the most important stage in the census. Several measures were
provided to ensure high quality of data:

1. Standard international recommendation for censuses implementation were reviewed
together with the UN Manual on the Implementation of Population and Housing Census,
Third Edition. The instructions were followed as regards designing the questionnaires
and complying with the definitions to facilitate international comparisons and
comparisons with previous censuses to fulfill the needs of local and international data
users.

2. Review of regional and international experiences in IT-supported censuses for the
purpose of developing tools and methodologies to implement an advanced census.

3. During this stage, official decision relating to the census were made including a
resolution relevant to the implementation and a decision to appoint the National Director
of the Census. Furthermore, consultations were held with all stakeholders and data users
to identify priorities and reach national consensus on the contents of the census for the
year 2017.

4. The variables used for comparison with previous censuses were listed together with new
variables that lay the foundation of a new era that relies on administrative records for
updating.
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5. Several meetings and workshops were held with data users from government agencies
and national and international organizations to meet their needs as best as possible.

6. Since the outset, PCBS invited a number of technical missions to upgrade the capacities
of census teams and develop their technical skills as well as to verify the follow-up of all
international procedures recommended internationally, it was as follows:
¢ In 2016 a technical mission was invited to assess PCBS performance in GIS where

the decision was taken to implement the census electronically supported by the use of
geographic information systems.

e Early 2017, during the preparation of the questionnaires, a technical mission from
UNFPA and another from ESCWA arrived to ensure that questionnaires’ form and
content complied with international recommendations.

e In the first half of 2017, Another GIS technical mission arrived to assess GIS uses
and prepare a future roadmap for use of GIS in the production of data and not only in
their dissemination.

¢ Another communication technical mission arrived to assess PCBS’s dissemination of
data and use of social media. It also prepared a roadmap for the dissemination of the
census data.

e A technical mission was also invited to analyze PCBS experience in using GIS
application in the implementation of the census.

Expert missions’ reports — especially the report on work methodologies and implementation
of international recommendations showed that PCBS implemented the census in accordance
with international recommendations and standards and that measures applied throughout the
stages of the census reflected the quality of data.

7. Tablet applications were developed in concordance with the questionnaires designed to
facilitate clear collection of data in the field. The applications’ interfaces were made
user-friendly to enable staff collect data quickly with minimal errors. Proper data entry
tools were also used to concord with the question including drop down menus/ lists.

8. Develop automated data editing mechanism consistent with the use of technology in the
census and uploading the tools for use to clean the data entered into the database and
ensure they are logic and error free as much as possible. The tool also accelerated
conclusion of preliminary results prior to finalization of results.

9. The pilot census was implemented from 19 September 2016 to 10 January 2017 using
tablets and GIS. It aimed to conclude final recommendations for the execution of the
Population Housing and Establishments Census 2017. The progress rate and proposed
timeframe were tested for the implementation of fieldwork using tablets in all stages.
Human and financial resources needs were assessed as well as the conditions and
implementation using tablets. The training programs and trainees were appraised and the
training methods were evaluated. Fieldwork was assessed for the use of tablets in
conducting the census since the delineation of the enumeration areas up to the
implementation of the post-enumeration survey. The questionnaires were assessed for
easy handling using tablets and for the clarity and logic of items; automated editing
tools for e-applications were tested for all questionnaires. Systems of fieldwork
management, and field monitoring were also tested. The efficiency of exchange of data
from the field to the center was assessed. Clarity and coverage of definitions and
instructions of the documents of the census were also examined. The office codification
of the establishments questionnaire tested in the field was also assessed the same was
assessed for the households and housing conditions questionnaire. Efficiency of tablets
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in field conditions was also tested; an evaluation of the pilot census is made followed by
making the right procedures according to this evaluation.

10. At the same time, the Palestinian Localities Guidance, 2017 was also prepared and
adopted and was used to update the maps, which aimed to create updated geographic
databases showing all components including buildings, landmarks and roads and others.
During this period, the enumeration areas were visited to ensure matching of maps and
aerial photo with the situation in the ground and amendments were introduced where
necessary. Data was collected and verified to ensure they are of good quality. Later, the
enumeration areas were divided in office using GIS. After the delineation phase, field
visits were organized to demarcate the enumeration areas that will be used during the
listing and post-enumeration phases. The systems created during the visits to the
enumeration areas allowed for the demarcation and confirmation of boundaries and the
starting point of every enumeration area. This phase complements the updating phase
during which the internal components of the enumeration areas were updated and
administrative boundaries confirmed taking into account the track of the expansion wall
and settlements. Upon the completion of the delineation, the geographic database and
maps were full updated prior to the listing and counting of all localities and enumeration
areas so that every building, establishment, housing unit, household and individual can
be reached.

11. In parallel to these activities, the census organizational structure was prepared for all
governorates and assessment of staffing was made. Functions and tasks were allocated
to every administrative level in the organizational structure. Qualifications of field
workers were drafted and logistic and material needs were assessed for each phase right
before it is done.

4.2.2 Control Mechanism During the Implementation Stage (Fieldwork Stage)

To control and monitor fieldwork, a number of measures were taken for full control of the
electronic and human resources that led to the existence of an integrated monitoring tool,
which was as follows:

4.2.2.1 Human Resources

1. A central operation room was established to manage and monitor the fieldwork covering
all geographic areas to monitor performance and quality of data and to abide by the
timeframe. The room was chaired by the National. Director of the Census with
membership of 11 senior officials and the executive director of the census. The purpose
of the room was to follow up on work instantly and to make timely policy decisions to
facilitate the execution of the census in all stages.

2. An organizational structure was set for every governorate identifying the different
administrative levels starting with the Governorate’s census director and his/her
assistants then the supervisors then crew leaders and enumerators. Training was
organized for every administrative level on administrative and technical tasks and on the
mandate of every level.

3. A technical sub-operation room was set up to cover different technical topics and to
verify the data entered, locate errors and report on them to the field.

4. Upon selection of the teams for every stage, the academic qualifications and experience
were taken into account; furthermore, attention was given to selecting staff from the
same locality since they know their area better and can easily locate buildings,
establishments and households. For the selection of supervisors, preference was given to
those with previous field experience with PCBS.
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5.

Training plans and programs for all the teams for all stages were prepared beforehand.
training started with the directors of the census at governorate level and their assistants;
supervisors came next and they trained the crew leaders. Attention was given to training
an additional 30% - 50% team members to provide for cases of resignation, dismissal of
staff and for emergencies in case of weak progress, the training included both a
theoretical and a practical part.

The teams selected included the trainees with best fieldwork evaluation and who
successfully passed the final evaluation test of the training.

A field visits program was prepared for on-site follow-up of fieldwork and assess the
key problems to solve them. The visits also reviewed how data was entered on the
e-applications and teams’ compliance with the instructions they received during the
training to ensure good progress.

Mechanisms were prepared to handle cases of non-cooperation by citizens, especially in
the Jerusalem Governorate and neighboring areas because of Israeli restrictions on the
residency of Palestinians in the Jerusalem Governorate and its suburbs. The mechanisms
included field visits by members of the central operation room to handle these cases.
Different officials and representatives of local authorities and civil society organizations
participated in the visits to reassure citizens and convince them to cooperate in order to
minimize non-response.

4.2.2.2 Electronic or Technical Element
This included systems to obtain high-quality data, including:

First: Tablets and E-applications
The tablets and e-applications system aimed to ensure easy access of field teams in the areas
designated to them on the tablets and monitor their work instantly. They included:

1.

Depending on the definitions and reference data to upload the maps of the enumeration
areas designated to the field teams, together with the aerial photos and geographic layers
defining the administrative boundaries and the landmarks and buildings layer.

Field teams were prevented from collecting data outside the boundaries of the
enumeration areas designated to them to avoid any overlapping. Field workers were
distributed in a manner that allocates an average of 5 crew leaders per supervisor and 5
enumerators per crew leader. Every enumerator collets data on around 150 households
within 15 days.

Geographic locations of field teams were audited before entering into the buildings and
establishments by saving the geographic coordinates of every building using GPS and
comparing them to the geographic location registered for the building, as noted during
the maps updating stage. Crew leaders were prevented from completing their work if
they exceeded the specified distance.

Global positioning system (GPS) was used for accurate identification of the location of
field teams to represent them on PCBS central map. i.e. keep tracking of field teams in a
temporal manner.

Field teams were provided with the possibility of adding and removing buildings on the
e-maps based on their observation on the ground.

Representation of buildings data on the e-map using specific symbology and different
colors to enable field teams identify the status of the building (unvisited, incomplete,
complete, removed, non-census buildings).

Automated editing databases were activated to avoid registration of inconsistency in
data and to complete all the questions in sequence. The system does not allow for
moving to the next question before responding to the previous one. The system also
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displays and hides questions according to the automated editing databases uploaded on
the system.

8. Exchange of data between the tablets and the central database at PCBS through
synchronization.

9. Keep backup files of data prior to the exchange of data to avoid any loss of data.

10. Supervisors repeated the interview to collect data on buildings, housing units and
establishments at random, covering 3% of the units accomplished by the crew leaders in
each enumeration area during the listing phase.

Second: Monitoring Work in the Field

1. Management of Fieldwork

The system allows the fieldwork and central office management to review data at both
individual and collective levels. It produces reports on indicators of daily progress and
performance through tables, graphs and e-maps. It also produces interactive reports to keep
the fieldwork supervisors and national director and the central operation room updated with
the latest progress and problems as they take place.

2. User’s Management System

Considering the hierarchy of the census, the governorate census director may use this system
to identify supervisors and follow up on their work and progress; the system also allows for
monitoring the teams under the supervisors’ responsibility (crew leaders). Furthermore,
supervisors can monitor crew leaders and enumerators to assess their work and daily progress.

3. Distribution of Work

Enumeration areas in every governorate were designated to supervisors by the census director
of the governorate; supervisors then allocated enumeration areas to crew leaders and
enumerators. With this method, work was distributed with guarantees to fully cover the work
areas and to avoid any overlapping or omission.

4. Exchange of Data

To ensure delivery of data to the main server at PCBS headquarters, supervisors, crew leaders
and enumerators were instructed to send data in successive order through a three-staged data
collection process.

5. Progress Review

To control daily progress approval during the delineation stage, the governorate census
director was requested to review the progress of every supervisor, approve it before sending
data to the main server. The same applied to the review and approval of work of crew leaders
and enumerators. And if governorate census director had any comments on the progress,
he/she would refer to the field for amendment prior to final approval.

6. GPS Tracking

e The system enables the governorate census director, supervisor and crew leader to track
enumerators’ progress in their respective areas either online or offline. It also enables
them to learn about the daily activity of crew leaders and display the information on
e-maps.

e Provide information on specific situations or potential risk including weak GPS signal
in enumeration areas

e Provide a real opportunity to control filling of questionnaires within the coverage of
work of crew leaders in the enumeration area by identifying a certain distance near the
targeted building.
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7. Geographic Information System (GIS)

The system allowed for linking of data collected in the field to the geographic dimension and
permitted for review of daily progress of enumerators based on performance indicators and
daily e-reports output through the fieldwork management system. The system also allowed
for management of fieldwork by noting deviation from the values of some indicators adopted
as a reference to monitor the results achieved every day. These include the number of
building, number of housing units in listing phase compared with maps updating data and
previous census data.

8. Temporary Administrative Information System

A special administrative system for human resources was established for the following
processes:

Record data on all temporary workers in the census.

Record daily attendance and departure of temporary census workers.

Provide information about tablets used by field teams.

Ensure timely payment of wages to field workers.

9. Operations Room

The operations room system (which is part of the fieldwork management system) played a
key role in monitoring the activities of fieldworkers including supervisors, crew leaders and
enumerators throughout the stages of data collection, review and editing. It provides decision
makers in PCBS management with statistical data on the nature of work and level of
compliance of workers with the plan approved. The operations room system comprised a
number of reports in the following manner:

1. Performance assessment indictors, while shedding light on the important indicators to
provide decision makers with full representation of progress in the field and ensure
activities are implemented within the required schedule.

2. Statistical reports on the consistency of data collected in the field.

4.2.3 Control During Data Processing Stage
Several levels for data processing during the different stages were applied:

4.2.3.1 Data Processing During Fieldwork

1. The maps uploaded on the applications helped in preventing collection of data outside
the boundaries of the enumeration areas designated to every fieldwork team to ensure
avoiding any overlapping.

2. GPS and GIS were used to avoid duplication and omission of counting units
(buildings, housing units, households and establishments).

3. Automated databases editing directly during data collection in all stages to minimize
errors since the system sends warning messages and error messages to fieldworkers
requesting either amendment or verification of data.

4. Data from official documents were used as much as possible.

4.2.3.2 Data Processing after Completion of the Listing Stage
1. During this phase, final data files were received and scrutinized for all questions and
variables to ensure they include all of the items required. Shifts and pauses as well as
links and harmony of questions were also scrutinized in addition to the logic of
responses.
2. Errors output report were produced to amend errors in the field. All statements were
documented.
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4.3 Assessment of Data Quality
The assessment of data was based on the following items:

4.3.1 Data Coverage

In order to have comprehensive coverage for all the buildings and housing units in Palestine,
an update for localities were conducted and divided into enumeration areas with a clear
boundary using GIS application that is uploaded on the listing application. Each supervisor
and crew leader were assigned to work in one enumeration area using GPS, the crew leaders
visited all the existing building on the map and update any building that is not exist on the
application (through prepared mechanism) and fulfill the information of the building, housing
unit and establishment in line with comparison with the buildings in the enumeration area that
was exist in the census of buildings and housing 2007 database.

4.3.2 Data Comparison and Examination
The data of the Buildings and Housing Units Census in Palestine of 2017 were compared to
the previous censuses data of the Buildings and Housing Units. Moreover, inconsistency
between questions and the internal inconsistency of the data were examined as part of the
review of logic and completion of the data.

4.3.3 Not Stated Cases

In some cases the crew leader was not able to have an accurate answer to one of the questions
or all variables in the questionnaire; due to the absence of official documents or the
respondent during listing stage and the crew leader visit, whereby these cases were in the
minimal levels, and the census management treated these cases, while in some cases there
was insufficient information to treat those cases and it is mentioned as not stated, the
following table represent the percentages of not stated for selected variables:

4.4 Technical Notes About the Data

The data of the buildings and housing units obtained are accurate and comprehensive. All the
actions taken at all stages played a role in this field from the preparation stage to the
completion of the data collection. It is worth noting that the questionnaire of the Buildings
and Housing Units Census in Palestine 2017 has a number of new variables and questions in
comparison with the questionnaire of the Buildings and Housing Units Census 2007,
including:

1. In the question on the type of building, the item “Caravan/ Barracks” was added to the
item marginal and became (Marginal/ Caravan/ Barracks), and the item " Under
Preparation” was deleted and transferred to the question of the utilization of a
building.
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2. In the question the type of ownership for buildings the item "Private” has been
modified to become (Private, Resident Owner), (Private, Non Resident Owner).

3. In the question about the utilization of a building, the item “Under Preparation” was
added.

4. In the housing units data, the item "Under Preparation” was added to the question
about utilization of the housing unit, as well as a question about the type of ownership
for housing unit ((Private, Resident owner), (Private, Non Resident Owner),
Governmental, Local Authority, Charitable Society, Wagf, UNRWA, Other) was
added.
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
