The implementation of this survey is a continuation of the efforts exerted by
PCBS in meeting the needs of users and updating available data in all
required areas. It also comes as a response to the commitment of the State
of Palestine to the Sustainable Development Goals 2030 expressed by the
Palestinian government in the National Policy Agenda 2017-2022.

Indicators of the Survey on Public Perceptions of the National Priorities
within the Framework of the Sustainable Development Agenda 2019 cover
the perceptions of persons and their views on their priorities in regards to
planning and implementing sustainable development goals. Those
indicators, in turn, provide an appropriate main database for all stakeholders
to review mechanisms and develop the public performance.

This report consists of four main chapters; the first chapter presents the
terms and concepts, the second chapter covers the main findings, the third
chapter contains the methodology, and the fourth chapter deals with the
quality of the survey data.

PCBS hopes that this report would contribute in filling the gap in statistical
data that can be used as a reference for Palestinian official statistics to help
planners and decision makers in performing their duties.

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Chapter One
Terms and Concepts

The following terms used in this report are defined in accordance with the
glossary issued by PCBS, certified by the latest international
recommendations in statistics, and consistent with international systems.

Sustainable Development™:

The United Nations defined sustainable development as ‘“promoting
economic development while preserving natural resources; ensuring that
social and environmental development continues on an equal footing”
(United Nations, 1998). In other words, sustainable development is
development that meets the needs of the present without compromising the
ability of future generations to meet their own needs. The 17 Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs) are a set of goals set by the United Nations,
also known as the Sustainable Development Goals 2030, a global vision and
call for action to eradicate poverty, protect the planet and ensure that all
peoples enjoy peace and prosperity by 2030.

Household:
One person or a group of persons with or without a household relationship,
who live in the same housing unit, share meals and make joint provision of

food and other essentials of living.

Household Membership:
Persons staying in the dwelling unit are considered members of the
household if the dwelling unit is their usual or only place of residence.

Sex:
It is classified into male and female.

Age in Completed Years:
The completed age in years of the person enumerated, which is the
difference between the date of birth and the survey reference period.

Educational Attainment:
It refers to the highest successfully completed educational attainment level
by an individual aged 18 years and above.

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Chapter Two
Main Findings

This chapter presents the main findings of the Survey on Public Perceptions
of the National Priorities within the Framework of the Sustainable
Development Agenda, 2019, as follows:

2.1 Awareness of the Sustainable Development Goals 2030

The findings showed that 22% of persons (18 years and above) in Palestine
are aware of the Sustainable Development Goals 2030. This percentage was
distributed into 24% in the West Bank and 19% in Gaza Strip.
(See Table 1).

Data indicated that 23% of males (18 years and above) in Palestine were
aware of the Sustainable Development Goals 2030, whereas, 22% of
females were aware of it. (See Table 1).

At the age level, data showed that awareness of the Sustainable
Development Goals 2030 decreased with older age. It was found that 14%
of persons aged 65 and above were aware of the Sustainable Development
Goals 2030, whereas, 28% of persons aged 18-25 were aware of the
Sustainable Development Goals 2030, which is a high percentage in
comparison to other age groups. (See Table 1).

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When considering the findings in relation to educational attainment, it is
clear that awareness of the Sustainable Development Goals 2030 increased
with higher educational attainment. 46% of persons (18 years and above) in
Palestine who have a Bachelor’s degree and above are aware of the
Sustainable Development Goals 2030, whereas, only 11% of the persons of
those whose educational attainment preparatory and below had this
awareness. (See Table 1).

2.2 Priorities of the Sustainable Development Goals 2030

The results showed that the first sustainable development goal concerning
eliminating poverty gained top priority among persons (18 years and above)
in Palestine out of the first six priorities at a percentage of 86%. This goal
was top priority in the West Bank and Gaza Strip with percentage of 84%
and 90% respectively. (See Table 2).

Quality education came in the second place in Palestine with a percentage
of 81% of all persons and came in the same order in the West Bank (80%)
and in Gaza Strip (83%). (See Table 2).

In the third place was the goal related to good health and well-being as was
stated by 80% of persons (18 years and above) in Palestine. This goal came
in the same order 80% in the West Bank and 80% in Gaza Strip.
(See Table 2).

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3.2 The possibility of Achieving the Sustainable Development Goals
2030

Findings showed that among the seventeen Sustainable Development Goals
2030, the fourth goal concerning quality education gained the highest
achievability at the percentage of 94% (includes completely, partially,
slightly or marginally achievable). (See Table 3).

The Third goal concerning good health and well-being came second in
regards to achievability at the percentage of 90%, whereas, the sixth goal
concerning clean water and sanitation came third as 87% of persons (18
years and above) in Palestine said it was achievable. (See Table 3).

Regarding to the Sustainable Development Goals 2030 that are
unachievable or hardly achievable from the point of view of respondents,
the findings indicated that 40% of persons (18 years and above) said that
goal 14 concerning life below water was unachievable in Palestine.
Following came goal 13 concerning climate action as 23% of persons (18
years and above) in Palestine said it was unachievable. (See Table 3).

Goal 16 concerning peace, justice and strong institutions came in the third
place as 21% of persons (18 years and above) said it was unachievable in
Palestine. (See Table 3).

It should be noted that the non-achievability from the point of view of
persons does not mean ever the importance of these goals or the extent of
interest of the official institution or national efforts made or being made to
achieve them.

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2.4 Obstacles of Achieving the Sustainable Development Goals 2030

There are a number of obstacles that can limit the level of achievement of
the Sustainable Development Goals 2030; especially with the existence of
the Israeli occupation, which remains the key obstacle to its achievement,
since no real sustainable development can be reached while the occupation
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still remains. Despite this fact, there are also a number of other types of
obstacles which exist within the framework system of the Sustainable
Development Goals from the citizens' perspectives. The survey findings
showed that the spread of corruption forms the first obstacle as stated by
95% of persons (18 years and above) in Palestine. This was followed by the
second obstacle which was the internal Palestinian political situation
(division) at the percentage of 92%. This was followed by absence of the
Palestinian management of the available resources as a third obstacle facing
development in Palestine at the percentage of 89%. (See Table 4).

The order of obstacles facing Sustainable Development Goals 2030 varied
according to region, as was stated by persons (18 years and above). The top
obstacle in the West Bank was spread of corruption at the percentage of
94%, whereas, the internal Palestinian political situation (division) came at
the percentage of 87% and the third obstacle was the absence of the
Palestinian management of the available resources at the percentage of
86%. (See Table 4).

In Gaza Strip, the first obstacle was the internal Palestinian political

situation (division) at the percentage of 99%, followed by the spread of
corruption at the percentage of 96%, whereas, the absence of incentives and
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initiatives formed the third obstacle as stated by 95% of persons (18 years
and above). (See Table 4).

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2.5 Factors of Achieving the Sustainable Development Goals 2030
Neither financial resources nor economic capabilities were seen as the main
obstacles for achieving Sustainable Development Goals 2030 from the point
of view of Palestinian persons, despite the importance of these factors. The
main factor forming the ability to achieve sustainable development was the
enforcement of the rule of law, which was according to them, the key to
achieving development at the percentage of 98% in Palestine (98% in the
West Bank and 99% in Gaza Strip). These findings coincide with previous
results on development obstacles, which were headed by the spread of
corruption. (See Table 5).

The findings also indicated that 98% of persons (18 years and above) in
Palestine (97% in the West Bank and 98% in Gaza Strip) considered good
citizenship (citizens carrying out their duties and responsibilities towards
their country) as the second factor through which development could be
achieved. (See Table 5).
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Ending the occupation was the third factor among persons (18 years and
above) in Palestine for achieving sustainable development at the percentage
of 97% (96% in the West Bank and 99% in Gaza Strip). (See Table 5).

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Chapter Three
Methodology

This chapter presents the scientific methodology used in the planning and
implementation of the Survey on Public Perceptions of the National
Priorities within the Framework of the Sustainable Development Agenda
2019 in Palestine. It includes the design of basic surveying tools and
methods of collecting, processing and analyzing the survey’s data.

3.1 Survey Objectives

The objective of this survey is to provide data on orientations of Palestinian
persons (18 years and above) towards national priorities within the
framework of the Sustainable Development Goals 2030 which were as

follows:

1. Identifying the perception of persons and their views on their priorities
in the field of planning and representation of the Sustainable
Development Goals 2030 in Palestine.

2. Determining the extent to which persons are aware of the existence of
the Sustainable Development Goals 2030 in Palestine, in order to spread

awareness.

3. ldentifying the priorities of Palestinian from the perspective of the
Sustainable Development Goals 2030 and the possibility of achieving
them by involving the Palestinian citizens.

4. ldentifying obstacles to achieving the Sustainable Development Goals
2030 in Palestine from the point of view of persons.

5. ldentifying the factors that lead to achieving the Sustainable

Development Goals 2030 in Palestine from the point of view of persons.

3.2 Survey Questionnaire

The questionnaire is the key tool for data collection. It should be in line

with the technical characteristics of fieldwork to allow for data processing

and analysis. The survey questionnaire comprises of the following parts:

o Part one: It includes questions regarding identification of data.

o Part two: It includes questions regarding quality control.

o Part three: It includes questions regarding the social characteristics of
persons.
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e Part four: It includes questions on priority areas (Sustainable
Development Goals).

3.3 Sampling and Frame
The sample of the survey is a regular three-stage cluster sample of
households residing in Palestine.

3.3.1 Target Population

The target population includes all Palestinian persons aged 18 years and
above with regular residency with their households in the State of Palestine
during the survey's period 2019.

3.3.2 Sampling Framework

The sampling framework of the survey consists of a list of enumeration areas
from the Population, Housings and Establishments Census 2017 (the
enumeration area is a geographical area containing a number of about 124
households in average), The enumeration areas will be used as primary
sampling units in sampling design (PSUs).

3.3.3 Sample Size
The survey sample comprised of 4,599 households at the total level, where
2,880 households responded.

3.3.4 Sample Design
The sample is a three-stage cluster sample (PPS):

Stage I: A random stratified sample was selected proportional to the size of
each enumeration area of households (PPS) consisting of (144) enumeration
areas.

Stage I1: 20 respondents households were selected in a cadastral manner and
the selection started from a random point in the selected enumeration area
(building number).

Stage I11: A male or female member from each household in the second stage
was selected from persons aged 18 years and above using Kish (multivariate)
tables from households with more than one member of this age group. It was
taken into account that when the household consists of an odd number in the
sample of the enumeration area, we chose a male and for families whose
number was an even number we chose a female.
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3.3.5 Sample Strata
The population was divided into the following strata:
1. Areas (Northern West Bank, Southern West Bank, Middle West Bank,
Gaza Strip).
2. Locality type (Urban, Rural, Camp).

3.3.6 Sample Distribution:
The sample was distributed in a manner proportional to the size of the classes of
households.

3.3.7 Domains

1. National level: Palestine.
2. Regional level: (West Bank and Gaza Strip).

3.3.8 Weighting

The weight of the statistical unit (sampling unit) in the sample is defined as the
mathematical inverse of the probability of selecting the unit. The sample of
Public Perception on National Priorities within the Framework of the
Sustainable Development Agenda 2019 Survey is a three-stage cluster sample
(PPS). In the first stage, we calculated the weight of enumeration areas based on
the probability of each enumeration area (PPS sample), in the second stage we
calculated the weight of the households in each enumeration area, we then
found out the product of the weight at the first stage in the weight of the second
stage and get the initial household weight. We then adjusted the weights based
on the estimates of households in mid-2019 and the adjustment category is a
Layer (area, locality type). Thus, we got the final households weight.

The Weights of household members 18 years and over in the survey are
calculated by giving every member the final weight of his/her household, which
is the primary individual/member weight. Individual primary weights are
adjusted by region, gender and five-year age groups (14 categories) in which the
member is located by mid-2019 estimates. This enabled us to obtain the
individual/member final weight in his/her category. The weights were then
merged in the individual/member file for persons aged 18 and above.

3.4 Field Operations

Field operations are the actual survey work conducted to collect data
required from primary sources. Careful attention was given to detail in this
stage to provide all technical and administrative needs including
recruitment, training and provision of needed material for the best possible
performance.
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3.4.1 Training and Appointment

In preparation to implement the survey, a training session was organized at
the headquarters of PCBS in West Bank and in Gaza Strip office. The
training lasted for 4 days during the period 23-26/06/2019, where it
included theoretical lectures in which fieldworkers and field supervisors
were trained on various field operations in general before conducting the
survey, in order to provide them with the basic skills needed to collect
information, to consolidate the concepts and definitions contained in the
questionnaire and the mechanism of completing the questionnaire, as well
as to master the mechanism and technique of conducting interviews in the
field and methods of dealing with developments faced by the team during
fieldwork.

The fieldwork team (supervisors and fieldworkers) were appointed based on
the highest marks in the results of the daily exams, the final exam and on
their commitment to attend at the end of the training course.

3.4.2 Data Collection

The personal interview technique was used to collect the survey's data for
households and persons aged 18 years and above. Tablets were used to
collect data in both West Bank and Gaza Strip with the exception of
Jerusalem J1. Special applications were designed to collect data and upload
maps for enumeration areas in the Palestinian localities. The applications
were designed to match the survey’s questionnaire and were supported with
logical checks and warning messages for logical data and consistency of the
data. Data were collected in Jerusalem J1 through the traditional paper
questionnaire and data were entered on the computers at PCBS. The same
application was used for the tablets, but some features were modified to suit
the computers.

Data collection began on 01/07/2019 and was completed on 16/07/2019.

3.4.3 Field Editing and Supervising

e Data collection and field coordination were implemented according to
the plan, where instructions, models and tools were available for the
fieldwork.

¢ Regarding the work on the tablets, the editing process was carried out
by installing all automated and desk editing rules on the program in
advance in order to cover all the required controls according to the
criteria specified by the questionnaire.
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Due to the exceptional status of Jerusalem questionnaires (J1), the data
were collected through paper questionnaires. The supervisor verified
the questionnaires in a formal and technical manner according to the
prepared editing rules.

The field visits were conducted by the project management and project
coordinator in order to monitor and evaluate the work process, to
verify the questionnaires and the performance of the fieldworkers.

3.4.4 Office Editing and Coding

Office editing was conducted at Jerusalem office (J1) due to the fact that
paper questionnaires were used to collect data. The rest of the
questionnaires were checked in parallel with the data collection through
continuous database editing on tablets.

3.5 Data Processing
Data processing was carried out in various ways including the following:

3.5.1 Programming Consistency Check
1. Tablet applications were developed in accordance with the

questionnaire's design to facilitate collection of data in the field. The
application interfaces were made user-friendly to enable fieldworkers
to collect data quickly with minimal errors. Proper data entry tools
were also used to concord with the question including drop down
menus/lists.

An automated data editing mechanism was developed and was
consistent with the use of technology in the survey and tools used to
clean the data entered into the database were uploaded while ensuring
that they were logical and error free as much as possible. The tool also
accelerated conclusion of preliminary results prior to finalization of
results.

GPS and GIS were used to avoid duplication and omission of counting
units (buildings and households).

In order to work in parallel with Jerusalem (J1) in which the data was
collected by paper, the same application that was designed on the
tablets was used and some of its properties were modified. The
software was downloaded on the devices after the completion of
editing of the questionnaires.

3.5.2 Data Cleaning
1. Concurrently with the data collection process, a weekly check of the

data entered was carried out centrally and returned to the field for
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modifications during the data collection phase and follow-up. The
work was carried out through examination of the questions and
variables to ensure that all required items were included, and the check
of shifts, stops and range was carried out too.

2. Data processing was conducted after the fieldwork stage, where it was
limited to conducting the final inspection and cleaning of the survey
databases. The data cleaning and editing stage focused on editing skips
and allowed values, checking the consistency between the different
questions in the questionnaire based on logical relationships and
checking certain questions on the basis of relations so that a list of
non-identical cases was extracted and reviewed to identify the source
of error case by case. Such errors were immediately modified and
corrected based on the source of the error. All questionnaires were
then documented.

3. The SPSS program was used to extract and modify errors and
discrepancies and to prepare clean and accurate data ready for
scheduling and publishing.

3.5.3 Tabulation
After finishing checks and cleaning any data errors, tabulation was carried
out according to tabulation lists prepared previously for this purpose.
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Chapter Four

Quality

This Chapter assesses the quality of the survey data. This process is carried
out through procedures that guarantee data accuracy and reduce possible
sampling and non-sampling errors.

4.1 Accuracy

The data accuracy test includes multiple aspects of the survey, the most
notable are sampling errors and non-sampling errors which refer to the staff
and survey tools, as well as survey response rates and their most important
impact on estimates. This section includes the following:

4.1.1 Sampling Errors

Those errors resulting from the studying part (sample) of the society and not
all society units. Since the survey was conducted on a sample, sampling
errors are expected to occur. To minimize sampling errors, a properly
designed probability sample was used to calculate errors throughout the
process. This means that for every unit of the society there is a probability
to be selected in the sample. The variance was calculated to measure the
impact on sample design for Palestine.

4.1.2 Non-Sampling Errors

Non-Sampling errors may occur at all stages of the project including data
collection and processing. They are referred to as non-response errors,
response errors, interviewing errors and data entry errors. To avoid errors
and reduce their effects, strenuous efforts were made to train the
fieldworkers intensively. They were trained on how to carry out the
interview, what to discuss and what to avoid, as well as practical and
theoretical training during the training course.

4.1.2 Response Rates

The survey sample comprised of 4,599 households at the total level. The
number of completed households was (2,880) including (2,100) in the West
Bank and (780) in the Gaza Strip. Weights were adjusted with the design
strata to compensate for the rate of refusal and non-response. The total
response rate was 69.8%, in West Bank was 65.8% and in Gaza Strip it
was 83.8%.
